The e-mail I sent to you provided some background on what it will take for us to eliminate our debt, as well as the many ways that Shambhala has been serving the sangha and reaching out to our wider communities.

We have been presented with a tremendous opportunity to take significant steps toward building enlightened society, to deepen our own study and practice, and to present a path of sanity and non-aggression to the world.  

Thanks to a generous gift by sangha member Greg Campbell every new recurring dollar that is raised through this call campaign is matched by $10. 

Do you currently give to Shambhala International through either a recurring donation or one-time gift?
If yes to recurring donation: Then if you were to raise your monthly contribution by, for example, $20 a month then a one-time gift of $200 would go towards paying off Shambhala’s debt.

If yes to one-time donations: All annual one-time donations made in this campaign are broken down by 12 months before they are matched. For example, if you gave $240 a year that would be equal to $20 a month, which would then release a one-time gift of $200 from the matching grant.

$100 gift = $8 recurring, $80 match 

$500 gift = $40 recurring, $400 match $1000 gift = $80 recurring, $800 match]
If no to any form of donation: Then if you were to begin donating for example, $20 a month a one-time gift of $200 would go towards paying of Shambhala’s debt.

We are already at 20% of our financial goal of $25,000 in new recurring donations each month, which would release $250,000 from the matching grant.
